Christian Ludwig (14 March 1677 — 3 September 1734) was a Margrave of Brandenburg and a military
officer of Brandenburg-Prussia's Hohenzollern dynasty. The title "Margrave of Brandenburg" was given to
princes of the Prussian Royal House, not expressing a territorial or allodial status. Christian Ludwig is best
known as the recipient of Johann Sebastian Bach's Brandenburg concertos.

Bach's dedication to Christian Ludwig of Brandenburg was dated 24 March 1721. Translated from the
original French, the first sentence of Bach's dedication reads:

“As I had the good fortune a few years ago to be heard by Your Royal Highness, at Your Highness's
commands, and as I noticed then that Your Highness took some pleasure in the little talents which Heaven
has given me for Music, and as in taking Leave of Your Royal Highness, Your Highness designed to honour
me with the command to send Your Highness some pieces of my Composition: I have in accordance with Your
Highness's most gracious orders taken the liberty of rendering my most humble duty to Your Royal Highness
with the present Concertos, which I have adapted to several instruments, begging Your Highness most
humbly not to judge their imperfection with the rigor of that discriminating and sensitive taste, which
everyone knows Him to have for musical works, but rather to take into benign Consideration the profound
respect and the most humble obedience which I thus attempt to show Him.”

The full score was left unused in the Margrave's library until his death in 1734, when it was sold for 24
groschen (as of 2014, about US$24.00) of silver. The autograph manuscript of the concertos was only
rediscovered in the archives of Brandenburg by Siegfried Wilhelm Dehn in 1849; the concertos were first
published in the following year. They are considered the pinnacle of Baroque small ensemble literature.

Antonin Dvorak's arrival in the United States in the autumn of 1892 was nearly coincident with the fourth
centennial of Columbus' landing in the New World, and Dvorék's sponsor asked him to compose a new choral
work to be performed at the celebrations. A poem by Joseph Rodman Drake was to be the text for this new
work, but Dvorak did not receive the completed text in time (although he eventually did set it as The
American Flag, Op. 102). So, during the summer of 1892, he instead composed the Te Deum for soprano and
bass vocal soloists, chorus, and orchestra, Op. 103. The work represents something of Dvorak's musical
thinking immediately prior to the important American phase of his career and was his last sacred work.
